He 

immediately emailed Christina after seeing Cassie in e-WOOF and said "I think 

my pack and I can help her!" Christina then contacted Cel at the Sheridan 

shelter and a transport was arranged to get Cassie to her new home in Denver. 

We are so happy that Cassie ended up at Nick's house and we know she will 

have a long, happy life with him and her canine roommates!

CASSIE

In Nickôs words: ―Your September 14th 
e-Woof  had the following plea:

Urgent ïSheridan, Wyoming. Cassie is a 
Black Lab, 5 years old. She and two other dogs 
were shut inside her home with their deceased 
owner until he was finally found; one of the other 
dogs died from dehydration/starvation. She was 
very stressed and emaciated when brought to the 
Shelter. She gained weight and looked good for a 
bit until she became kennel stressed from being 
here. She’s a very active, sweet dog but shows no 
interest in bonding with anyone at the Shelter. She 
will need someone with time and patience to help 
her love again.

By September 19th she was in my house. 
She was very nervous and unsure of what was 
going on. She was also severely underweight 
with a dull coat. Within a couple hours she 
had made new friends with Edison, learned to 
stay out of Shawna's way and where the food 
dish was. About two weeks ago she was up to 
a solid 60 pounds and doing great with a nice 
coat that shines so bright you have to put on 
sunglasses to look at her.

This morning I took her to Muttz, the pet 
supply store. As soon as we are about half way 
to the counter and one of the clerks sees her, 
she remembers them and the whole dog 
somehow goes 2 to 3 feet straight up in the 

air, glad to see them again. Our main point to 
be there was weigh-in and she is now up to 62 
pounds. Her ribs no longer stick out and her 
hips are filled out.

Cassie has gotten very well settled into the 
home. Her friendship with Edison has been 
amazing. They get along beautifully and play 
together for hours.

Cassie has bonded with everyone, including 
me, and like Edison and Shawna, loves my 
days off as we are together all day and usually 
go somewhere. Last week we went up to 
Longmont to visit my aunt and uncle 
who have a great big fenced yard, large old 
trees and a very fat squirrel who got the scare 
of his life as he was going along the fence just 
as they came out the back door. We got the 
scare of our life when we saw that Cassie 
said "eight foot fence? No problem!" and 
almost got over it! She just about got that silly 
squirrel. 

So, looking back at your original plea, 
every issue and problem she had has been 
fixed and is forgotten. I expect her to be back 
to her normal weight by Christmas. ‖

And we at e-WOOF think Nick is truly a 
St. Nick to give these furkids a gift of 
his  special love and home!
